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This is a fun and flexible creative writing unit, based on an engaging video clip from the film ‘Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs 2’, that can be easily adapted to suit any KS2 class. The unit contains a sequence of four lessons, teaching pupils the ingredients for a ‘Story Sandwich’, and culminating with entry to an exciting writing competition.

Overview of Resources
Online resource – The film trailer www.bit.ly/cloudymeatballs2  introduces the character of Flint Lockwood, an inventor, who has created a machine that has accidentally started churning out food-animal hybrids – foodimals.  These quirky characters form the stimulus for this writing unit.
